Konstitucionalais likums “Par Latvijas Republikas valstisko statusu”, ko 1991. gada 21. augusta pienéma
Augstaka Padome, deva politisku impulsu Latvijas neatkaribas atjaunosanas starptautiskas atzisanas
sakumam.

Islande bija pirma arvalsts, kas 1991. gada 22. augusta atzina Latvijas neatkaribas atjaunosanu.
Turpinajums bija loti strauj$§ — 1991. gada augusta un septembri atbalstu Latvijas neatkaribas atjaunosanai
izteica vairak neka 70 valstis un lidz gada beigam jau 94 valstis. Diplomatiskas attiecibas lidz gada beigam
tika atjaunotas vai nodibinatas ar 45 valstim. Diplomatiskas attiecibas atjaunoja ar valstim, kuras nebija
atzinu$as Latvijas okupaciju un ieklausanu PSRS par starptautisko tiesibu normam atbilsto$u un uzskatija,
ka Latvijas valsts de iure ir turpinajusi pastavet. Valstis, kuram nebija diplomatisko attiecibu ar Latviju lidz
1940. gadam, ka ari tas, kuras neatkaribu ieguva 20. gadsimta vidi un otraja pusé, uzsaka diplomatisko
attiecibu nodibinasanas procesu. Nekavéjoties sakas diplomatisko parstavju iecel$ana un parstavniecibu
atver$ana Latvija.

Eksponétie dokumenti sakartoti hronologiska seciba. Lielaka dala dokumentu ir originali - tads
1991. gada bija informacijas neséjs — papirs, un tiesi tada veida (ar pasta satijumu, faksu vai teleksu) tos
sanéma Arlietu ministrija. Tie ir léemumi, vieno$anas, memorandi, komuniké, pazinojumi presei, notas,
véstules u.c. oficialo dokumentu veidi un paveidi. Dazu originalo dokumentu teksts ir izdzisis un grati
salasams, tapéc tie aizstati ar digitali atjaunotam kopijam.

Starptautisko attiecibu praksé pastav tradicionali izveidojusies diplomatiskas sarakstes noteikumi,
tomér valstis médz pielietot ari savus pienemtos dokumentu noformésanas principus. Tapéc eksponétie
dokumenti noforméjuma zina ir tik daudzveidigi.

Dokumenti tulkoti latvie$u valoda un publicéti 1999. gada izdotaja krajuma “Dokumenti par Latvijas
valsts starptautisko atzi$anu, neatkaribas atjaunosanu un diplomatiskajiem sakariem. 1918-1998”.

Pirms divdesmit gadiem uzsaktais Latvijas neatkaribas atjaunos$anas starptautiskas atziSanas process ir
bijis sekmigs. Paslaik Latvijai ir diplomatiskas attiecibas ar vairdk neka 160 valstim.

The Constitutional Law on the Statehood of the Republic of Latvia adopted on 21 August, 1991 by the
Supreme Council, gave a political impulse for the beginning of international recognition of the restoration
of Latvia’s independence.

Iceland was the first of foreign states that recognized the restoration of Latvia’s independence on 22
August, 1991. The continuation of the international recognition was very rapid — in August and September,
1991, more than 70 states supported Latvia’s independence, and by the end of the year 1991 their number
already was 94. By the end of 1991 diplomatic relations were established and re-established with 45 states.
Those states that did not recognize lawfulness of Latvia’s occupation and incorporation into the USSR and
considered the Republic of Latvia as continuing to exist de iure, re-established diplomatic relations with
Latvia. The states that became independent in the middle and the second half of the 20th century as well as
those that had not established diplomatic relations with Latvia before 1940, established the diplomatic
relations. Appointment of diplomatic representatives and opening of the diplomatic missions in Latvia
followed immediately.

Exhibited documents are arranged in chronological order. The display comprises original documents,
thus reflecting the practices of records creation in the 1990-ties and the way how these documents were
received by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (via mail, fax and telex). The exhibition contains resolutions,
decisions, agreements, memoranda, communiqués, press releases, notes, letters and other types of
documents. There are specific conventions for diplomatic correspondence; however, some countties follow
their own principles. That is why the exhibited documents are so diverse. Some of documents in the
exhibition have been replaced with the digitally restored copies due to the fading of the text in the originals.

In 1999 these documents have been translated into Latvian and published in the book Dokumenti par
Latvijas valsts starptautisko atzisanu, neatkaribas atjaunosanu un diplomatiskajiem sakariem. 1918-1998 (A
Collection of Documents on the International Recognition of Latvia, Renewed Independence, and Diplomatic
Relations. 1918 - 1998).

The process of the restoration of independence and international recognition that was commenced
twenty years ago has been successful. Currently, Latvia has diplomatic relations with more than 160
countries.
